
SCE corridor is a large, flat area that could possibly 
be used for recreation or a separate pedestrian trail.  
If it cannot be developed into a recreation area, then 
consider visual screening between the trail and the 
SCE corridor.

Existing “Cadillac Trail” connects businesses to SAR 
Trail.  Signage is needed where the trails connect.  
Enhance as greenway.

Provide trail access/connections to busi-
ness park area

Enhance as a gateway & rest area with 
signs, and landscaping.  Existing drinking 
fountain.

Tunnel under 405 freeway could be enhanced with 
murals or possibly lights 

Moon Park: Southern edge of park is open to trail (i.e. turf grass right 
to edge of trail).  Potentially add a restroom for trail users.

Utility road on top of levee and above trail 
“dead ends” into 405.  Either enhance as an 
overlook/rest area or visually enhance with 

vegetation
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Existing gate into 
neighborhood park. 

Potentially add signage
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Existing regional bikeway

Existing Class II bikeway on Sunflower Ave.

Consider conversion of vacant site into pocket park
Consider use as 
pocket park.  

Enhance rock groundcover with 
vegetation
